Selection will take place by October 13, 2008 and all applicants will be notified of the results as soon
as possible. Every application must include the following:

Description of Intent and Need - on a separate sheet of paper, please respond to the following:

1. Describe how you are involved in marine and aquatic education

2. Describe what specific information, skills or contacts you will be seeking at the SENEME Fall Conference
and how they will be used

3. Describe what financial circumstances require you to seek a scholarship to attend the SENEME Fall
Conference and any non-financial circumstances you would like the committee to consider in their decision.
